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R ichard Sussman of Palm Beach, Florida and Lenox, MA died on May 8, 2018 at
the tender age of 94. His beloved wife of 54 years, Lois (Pasternak) Sussman,
passed away in May, 1999. Richard is survived by his adored children, Steven
Sussman and his wife, Ilene, and Ellen Meyers and her husband, David.

Richard will be remembered for his marvelous sense of humor, his charitableness,
and his strong love of family.
